Slinging mud, mixing mortar 

and photographing frescos 

were just some of the activities 

Heritage Conservation Net-

work volunteers found them-

selves doing last year at pro-

ject sites in places as varied as 

Italy, Montana, and upstate 

New York. The primary goal 

of the non -profit organization 

is to restore historic buildings, 

but volunteers who join one 

of HCNõs hands-on building 

conservation workshops as a 

volunteer vacation soon learn 

that the impact of their work 

goes beyond the building it-

self. Our workshops offer the 

chance to really get in touch 

with history, experience a new 

culture, and work with others 

to make a difference in peo-

pleõs lives. 

At the Hutmacher Farm-

stead in ND, volunteers 

will be helping preserve 

one of the last (and possi-

bly the best) examples of 

stone-slab construction in 

the state.  

PND and HCN have col-

laborated to organize a 

workshop at the site in 

order to make significant head-

way on the project. Volunteers 

will spend their days repairing 

the main house of the pioneer 

complex. Theyõll spend their 

nights listening to cowboy 

poetry and gazing at the stars.  

Volunteers are 

critical to the suc-

cess of the project. 

The buildings at the Hut-

macher Farmstead were 

highly labor intensive to 

construct and to maintain; 

their preservation takes an 

equal amount of effort. 

The primary task will be 

rebuilding the roof of the 

main house, which involves 

timber framing and grass 

thatch covered with a clay 

mixture. Volunteers will also 

be doing stone masonry work 

to stabilize the walls, which 

will then be tuck -pointed with 

clay mortar. No experience 

working with historic buildings 

is necessary, just an interest in 

the project and a willingness 

to learn and experience new 

things. 

Volunteers will stay in a rustic 

cabin at the 

Naard Creek 

Ranch, lo-

cated 20 

miles NW of 

Killdeer and 

25 minutes 

from the 

worksite. 

They also 

have the 

option to camp. The fee for 

the workshop depending on 

your lodging option, covers 

lunch at the site, project mate-

rials,  and insurance. The dates 

are May 25-31, 2008. Com-

plete details and registration 

information are available from 

HCNõs website or by contact-

The goal of the project is to 

ensure the siteõs future preser-

vation by utilizing it as an ex-

periential vacation location.
